Enduring Understandings

Process:
To assist students in applying CRISS strategies to organize and understand how to organize by category.

Content:
To gain an understanding of how to connect information they encounter to other information they already have.

Assessment:
Graphic organizers

Content (written text, video, lecture, visuals, etc.):  Magazines including “Sports Illustrated for Kids” and “Southern Living”, lecture, visuals, modeling.
	Preparing for Understanding (bringing out and building background knowledge, setting purposes for learning):

· Discuss background information.

· Place students into four groups of four students in each group.

· Discuss appropriate behaviors for activity.




	Engaging Students with Content and Transforming Information:

· Model a discussion and choose a series of pictures (cut out prior to class) that show types of travel (car, airplane, train, boat, etc.)

· Paste these pictures to the corresponding categories that have been written for the students on the chart paper, (Students come up and paste the pictures for us.)

· They then divide into their groups and go back to their designated area

· Graphic Organizers.  Give students magazines with sports pictures. They determine categories, and cut and paste into the categories. (Football, baseball, soccer, swimming, etc.)
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
